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Topic Overview

Chronic Absenteeism

Chronic absenteeism is a school quality measure on the Nevada School Performance Framework that
captures the total percentage of students who are absent for ten percent or more of their enrolled days.
Data excludes pre-K students and includes data for students enrolled in school for 91 days or more. The
District reports chronic absenteeism quarterly. In Quarter 3, the District reports on final school year rates
for 2019-2020, 2020-2021, and 2021-2022.

Student Behavior

The District strives to treat all students fairly and provide them with early interventions that will
ultimately reduce time spent outside of the classroom. The District reports numbers of and
disproportionality of secondary student suspensions and discretionary expulsion referrals quarterly.
Disproportionality is reported as the number of percentage points between the percentage of students
who received a suspension or expulsion referral and the percentage of enrolled students. In Quarter 3,
the District reports on final school year rates for 2019-2020, 2020-2021, and 2021-2022.
